Reverend E. Naomi Craig Scholarship Fund. 

The scholarships are available to middle school students, grades 6-8, who wish to attend an independent or 

parochial school. Applicants currently in 5th, 6th or 7th grade are eligible to apply with proof of acceptance to an 

accredited school. Preference is given to students from the Sheldon Street Church community, regardless of 

address, or Providence’s Fox Point Neighborhood. Awards are generally in the $1,000 range and are renewable for 

up to three years. Renewals must create a new application.
